»  THINGS TOKNOW
7| DEFORE YOU COMMIT TO
X' A CONNECTIONS TRIP:

1. Any money donated, whether by your parents, your mom’s great uncle twice
removed, or even yourself, is NON-REFUNDABLE!* If you raise more than the
required amount, that money must still be applied to the trip account. You DO
NOT get the surplus back for your own personal use. Should you decide not to
go on the trip, you will not be able to withdraw the money and take a vacation
to Hawaii or use it to pay for books for the next semester (or any other personal
expenses).

*This rule is necessary in order for NCU to be able to send chariiable giving receipls to

you and your donors. No exceptions can be made, even if you tell them you don’t want a

receipt. It's the law!

Il the trip is still happening and you have decided not to go, any money
left in your account that has not already been used to pay for airfare,
insurance, or other fees, will be used (o defray costs for the other
participants.

2. If you drop out of a trip, you may be hurting your whole team! Oncc a trip is
scheduled, NCU sets up an account for that specific trip. When expenses (airfare, insur-
ance, etc.) are paid, they are paid out of that account. Many of these expenses are non-
refundable. If you drop out before you have raised enough money to cover your part of
these fees, the money is still taken out of the account, leaving your trip leader with less
money than he or she had budgeted.

3. Working on the mission field requires much flexibility. This flexibility starts be-
fore you even get on the plane. In one year, the following things happened in the plan-
ning process of CONNECTIONS trips: date and time of trip was postponed due to ill-
ness of host missionary; airline charged an extra $100 for changing the date on tickets:
host missionary cancelled a trip before it was even off the ground; war broke out and
NCU cancelled two trips; one trip changed destination and focus...and it goes on and on.
If you are not prepared to face these challenges before you leave on the trip, spend some
time in prayer and ask the Lord for the grace to handle these tough situations.
*Remember, taking a missions trip can be one of the most rewarding, life-changing
experiences you will ever have, but it is also a serious commitment. Make sure you
are ready to make that commitment!!
