BYLAWS OF THE WINGSPREAD FOUNDATION
(A corporation duly organized under the laws of Minnesota)

ARTICLE 1.
CORPORATION NAME

The name of the corporation shall be the Wingspread Foundation and is sometimes
referred to in these Bylaws as the Corporation.

ARTICLE 11
REGISTERED OFFICE

The registered office of the Corporation shall be at Centennial Place, 800 Tenth Street
South in the City of Minneapolis, County of Hennepin, State of Minnesota. The mailing address
shall be 800 Tenth Street South, Box No. 2, Minneapolis, MN 55404.

ARTICLE III.
PURPOSES

The purposes for which the Corporation is formed are those set forth in its Articles of
[ncorporation, as from time to time amended. Namely, this Corporation is formed exclusively
for charitable, scientific, religious and educational purposes, and specifically, it is organized and
shall be operated exclusively to provide for, conduct, support, and benefit community services
including, but not limited to, the following:

L. To promote educational services that enhance the quality of urban living with special
focus upon the Twin Cities of Minneapolis and St. Paul,

2. To provide educational and training opportunities for persons who plan to locate in or
are located in urban centers for the express purpose of service and improvement of the quality
of life in that locale.

3. To strengthen services in community programs through partnerships with prisons,
tutoring of urban children, children and youth activities, hospital visitation, nursing home
visitation, assistance in social services organizations, tutoring, or other volunteerism.

4. To implement and operate services to the deaf including provision for education in
Anmerican Sign Language as well as a Deaf Research Center.

5. To afford the opportunity for leaders from various urban centers to collaborate by
sharing successful programs and by problem solving particular issues. Also to provide for the
interaction of these urban leaders with persons who have a goal of urban community work.



6. To support educational programs which promote and encourage ethnic diversity and
cross cultural understanding.

7. To acquire and receive copyrights, licenses, interests and property of every kind and
nature whatsoever whether by purchase, conveyance, lease, gift, grant, bequest, legacy, or
otherwise, and owning, transferring, and disposing of any copyrights, licenses, interests, and
property and the income therefrom for furtherance of the purposes of the Corporation herein and
above set forth and leasing, mortgaging, encumbrancing, and using the same.

8. The purposes and powers of this Corporation are and shall be limited and exercised
only so that this organization’s operations shall be within the provisions of Sec. 501(c)(3) and
Sec. 509(a)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code 1986 and Sec. 290.05 (9, M.S.A.) as now enacted
or hereafter amended.

ARTICLE TV,
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.
All official business shall be conducted by the members of this Corporation.

Section 2.
The membership of this Corporation is limited to the members of the Board of Directors

of the Wingspread Foundation, which shall not be less than six (6) in number, but be limited to
ten (1) members,

Section 3.
Any individual who subscribes to the purposes and basic policies of the Corporation may

become a member of the Corporation subject only to compliance with the provision of the
Bylaws. Membership in the Corporation shall be available without regard to race, color, or
national origin.

Section 4.
Only members in good standing of the Corporation shall be eligible to participate in its

business meetings, or to serve in any of its elective or appointive positions.

Section 5.
At each meeting of the Corporation, every member shall be entitled to vote in person,
Each member shall have one (1) vote on each item of business provided that member’s name is

on the books of the Corporation’s Board of Directors.



ARTICLE V.
OFFICIAL MEETINGS

Section 1. PLACE
All meetings of the Corporation membership shall be held at the registered office of the
Corporation in the City of Minneapolis, County of Hennepin, State of Minnesota, or as

otherwise directed by the Board of Directors.

Section 2. BUSINESS MEETINGS
A. The Annual Business Meeting shall be held each year in the months of March, April

or May to convene at such time and place as the Board of Directors may decide. The agenda
must include the following items of business to be transacted at this meeting:
1. Treasurer’s financial report of the preceding fiscal year.
2. Election of new members of the Board of Directors as applicable.
3. Other business items properly presented to the membership in session.
B. Special Business Meetings may be called by any of the members of the Board of

Directors.
L. Notice of Special Business Meetings shall be given at least two weeks before

the date of said meeting by mail or phone.
2. The agenda will be developed by the President to include the item(s) desired
by the member(s) of the Board of Directors who called the meeting.

C. Informed Action: Any action that may be taken at a meeting of active Directors may
be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken, is signed
by all persons entitled to vote thereon.

D. Waiver of notice: Notice of any special meeting may be waived in writing signed by
the person entitled to the notice either before or after the meeting.

E. Electronic communication: Meetings may be held by electronic communication
means, provided that all Directors are able to simultaneously hear each of the other Directors
at the meeting.

F. A quorum is constituted by a simple majority of the Board of Directors.

G. The business of the Corporation shall be decided by a necessary majority of the voting
members present except as otherwise required herein.

ARTICLE VI.
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. DUTIES.

A. The property and business of the Corporation shall be managed by its Board of
Directors, which shall be not less than six (6) in number, but limited to ten (10) members. The
exact number of members shall be determined annually by a majority vote of the Board of
Directors. The members of the Board of Directors shall serve until the election and qualification

of their successors.
