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Basic Principles

1) Of course we will generally recognize our own credits. This means that we will recognize
Carlson Institute credits whether they were taken as NCU curriculum or as part of some
other institution's program, consistent with NCU policy and limitations on use of non-
tradition courses within our traditional residential programs.

2) The "gold standard" of transferability is college/university-level accreditation with one of
the regional accrediting agencies (e.g., the Higher Learning Commission of the North
Central Association of Colleges and Schools) recognized by the Council on Higher
Education Accreditation (CHEA). These are:

a) the Middle States Commission on Higher Education of the Middle States Association of
Colleges and Schools;

b) the Commission on Institutions of Higher Education of the New England Association of
Schools and Colleges;

c) the Commission on Technical and Career Institutions of the New England Association
of Schools and Colleges;

d) the Higher Learning Commission of the North Central Association of Colleges and
Schools;

e) the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities;

f) the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools;

g) the Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges of the Western
Association of Schools and Colleges; and
